Photo Contest Submission Rules
Images should be in digital form, between 800 and 1200 pixels on a side. JPG files are preferred, moderate to low compression (higher detail). Only original images taken by the entrant will be accepted*.

Up to four images per entry fee allowed. Images that show recognizable faces should be accompanied by a model release to allow PWC to use the image for promotional and human-interest purposes.

There are two age groups to enter: Youth is for photographers aged 17 and under; Adult is for photographers aged 18 and older. A 1st Place winner and a 2nd Place winner will be selected from each age category (four winners total).

Images should be entered into one of three categories, outlined below.

Native Wildlife: Any images of wildlife species native to, or common within, North Carolina. Animals should not be captive, habituated/imprinted, or restrained. Preference will be given to images showing habitat or behavior, as well as artistic merit.

People in Nature: Images of individuals in a natural setting, with emphasis on outdoor activities, appreciation, and exploration. Preference will be given towards family activities, educational, and conservation practices, with emphasis on artistic merit.

Backyard Habitat: Images that illustrate habitats ideal for local wildlife, with emphasis on food sources, housing/nesting opportunities, and terrain type. Not limited to the photographer’s property (actual backyard), though preference will be given for such images, as well as artistic merit.

The photographer grants Piedmont Wildlife Center non-exclusive rights to use the images for promotional and human-interest purposes, in support of our mission to foster healthy connections among people, wildlife and nature. Piedmont Wildlife Center promises that all uses will bear photographic credit as provided by the photographer. PWC does not restrict other uses of the image(s) by the photographer for any reason whatsoever.

All winners will be asked to frame their winning submission so that we may display it at the Festival for Wildlife on May 12th, 2012.
*Staff, or family members thereof, of Piedmont Wildlife Center are ineligible for this contest.
