Barred Owl

The barred owl is found in nearly every habitat throughout the eastern United States and
southern and western Canada. It is common in forests, often near water. Barred owls are very
vocal, especially during mating seasons in the spring. When a couple barred owls call together,

they sometimes sound like a pack of monkeys!

When people throw litter on the side of the road, this can attract rodents, which then attracts
owls. Best never to litter!
